                          BHEL needs two (2) numbers of Ambulances – Swaraj Mazda make on rate contract basis. The quotations will be opened at 13:30 hrs. on the same day at 02 Annexe, M&S Conference hall in the presence of those tenderers who wish to be present. 
                           An amount of Rs.25,000/- (Rupees twenty five thousand only) shall be deposited as earnest money deposit (EMD) to apply for One Ambuance and Rs.100000=00(One Lakh) to be deposited as EMD to apply for Two Ambulances.

                           EMD to be paid at BHEL  Cash  Office  between 09-30 Hrs.  to  11-30 Hrs. and 13.30 Hrs. to 15.30 Hrs.on  any  working  days  from 17-11-2008 to 8-12-2008 through Pay-in-Slip obtained from the office of the undersigned or by valid Demand Draft in favor of “M/S BHEL” payable at SBH, R.C.Puram branch and the original cash receipt /Demand Draft should be enclosed to the Techno commercial bid i.e.Annexure-II.

(a) The vehicle should be of 2006 and later Model only.
(b) Two numbers of Ambulances are required and the contract period will be for two years only from the date of awardal of contract.  
(c) The Ambulances should be on tenderer’s name only (i.e.) the registration of Ambulances should be on the name of tenderer only. Ambulances on partnership deeds / on power of attorneys / authorizations and on lease basis are not accepted. 
(d) Tenderer should give his PAN No. with documentary evidence.

(f) The terms and conditions for entering into the contract are herewith enclosed in Annexure-I which should be read and signed on each page by the tenderer.

Bidders not in possession of Ambulances at the time of submitting the tender, can also take part in the tender process i.e willing to supply new ambulances and submit the documents later at the time of producing the Ambulances for inspection, the date & time will be intimated later by BHEL. 
3) Offers without EMD will not be considered.  No correspondence in this regard will be entertained by BHEL.        

No interest on EMD will be paid by BHEL

Annexure - I

Terms & Conditions for entering into contract for Hiring of two (2) numbers of Ambulances Swaraj Mazda for the use of General Hospital of BHEL, Ramachandrapuram, Hyderabad for two (2) years period i.e 2009-10 & 2010-11.

1. The number of Ambulance – Swaraj Mazda required is two on three shifts basis and timely providing of the Ambulances on all working days, sundays and public holidays (365 days) and good upkeeping for running efficiently is the essence of the contract.

2. The rates should be quoted on Per day for 100 kms. And also for extra Km. to be quoted separately.

3. Ambulance will be given only to the transport contractors who can make available the 2006 & later Models  as per tender conditions and should be registered on his/her name only.  

4. Unit rate should be quoted in figures as well as in words in the Annexure (Annexure – III).

5. The tender should be submitted in sealed cover addressed to the Sr. Engineer (Transport) and duly super scribed with the tender number and date on the envelope. 

6. The rates agreed to, should be firm and inclusive of all running expenditure.  No extra claim of any kind will be entertained over and above the accepted rates during the period of the contract.

7. After opening the tender the contractor shall be in a position to produce the Ambulance on the date of physical inspection within one month date & time will be informed by us.  Failing which the tenderer will be rejected and will be treated as unsuccessful tenderer and chance will be given to the next in line as per price.

8. All entries in the tender should be clearly written in ink or typed and all corrections are to be duly attested by the tenderer.

9. The rates quoted shall remain valid upto TWO YEARS from the date of awardal of work, subject to the variations of statutory payments like the cost of fuel only.  The basic rate finalized is subject to increase or decrease at the rate of 0.0083 rupee per Km for every 10 paise statutory increase/decrease in fuel. The increase or decrease in the basic rate will be proportionate. When the increase or decrease is less than 10 paise per  litre, price variance will not be allowed in respect of any other element of cost.

10. Transport contractor will be fully responsible for the safe, comfortable and timely transport of the patients/employees/dependents.

11. a) Transport contractor should have cell phone facility  to contact immediately at the time of break-down/accident and any other important message to be passed to the contractor.

b) Transport contractor should provide Cell phone to the driver for emergency communication.

12. The authenticity of the ownership of Ambulance by producing original documents and the owner’s previous experience in the line should be established to the satisfaction of BHEL before the contract is finalized.

13. BHEL reserves its right to refuse/cancel the tender at any stage without assigning any reason and no need to give any discretion also.

14. The vehicles should be registered as ambulance of 2006 models and fully insured comprehensive insurance and accommodate patients /employees /dependents etc., permitted by BHEL.

15. BHEL reserves its right to refuse/engage Ambulance even after arrival at BHEL if the driver or the vehicle does not conform to any of the regulations of MV.Act or APMV rules / blacklisted contractor of BHEL, Hyderabad-502032.

16. The transport contractor should obtain, at his own cost all required permits, licenses etc., for running his Ambulances without break and well in advance.

17. The tenderer has to deposit EMD as mentioned at Page(1) in cash at BHEL’s Cash Office, R.C.Puram, Hyderabad-502032 or DEMAND DRAFT on which no interest shall be paid. This amount is refundable to the unsuccessful tenderers only after a month  from the date of the finalisation of contract. The original cash receipt/demand draft shall be enclosed along with tender documents.

18. BHEL will not be responsible for any complications arising out of such contingencies mentioned at Clause-15 above, if any.

19. (a) In case of breakdowns or failures, the transport contractor should be in a position to arrange alternative Ambulance of same make and model for timely rellef without any delay.

(b)In case the contractor fails to provide Ambulance for full day than Rate per day i.e unit rate will be deducted and in-case he provides only for few hours than payment will be made as per actual KM run on that particular day 
20. When the transport contractor is not able to provide his contract Ambulance  in time, alternative arrangement will be made by BHEL and the same cost to run the Ambulance for that particular shift / day / days according to the final rate fixed by the BHEL management will recover from the transport contractor. Also an additional amount of Rs. 500/- per day will be deducted as penalty from the running bills.

21. The safe transfer of the patients /employees /dependents is the complete responsibility of the contractor.  If any mishap i.e.fire or accident etc., occurs en-route, loss of life and injuries sustained to be compensated by the contractor.

22. The contractor is fully responsible for the equipment provided by the BHEL if any loss/damage occurs will be compensated the full amount. Any amount recoverable from transport contractor towards the loss/damage will be recovered from the outstanding payments due either from BHEL or from the security deposit, in case the amount is insufficient for such recoveries, the transport contractor shall make good the balance amount by remitting in the cash office at BHEL. The company reserves the right to enter into parallel transport contracts for the same period or any part thereof.

23. The orders, notices or any correspondence to the transport contractor will be sent to the address furnished by Registered post.  This is deemed to have been served on the transporter, on the date of report of delivery of such correspondence.  The transport contractor shall carry out the orders without any delay.

24. Withdrawal from contract during the valid of contract period will entail the forfeiture of security deposit.

25. Soon after the acceptance of the tender, the transport contractor shall enter into an agreement with  M/s BHEL, R.C.Puram, Hyderabad-502032.

26. The agreement shall be entered with M/s. BHEL,R.C.Puram, Hyderabad-502032 on non-judicial stamp paper of the value of Rs. 100/- to be purchased by the transport contractor at his own cost.

27. M/s BHEL,R.C.PURAM, Hyderabad-502032 reserves   the right to accept any tender or part of any tender without assigning any reasons thereof irrespective of the fact whether the accepted tender is the lowest or not.

28. The contract once finalized shall be valid upto two years from the date of award and subject to extention by one more year with same rates, terms and conditions based on the performance and service rendered by the contractor during the contract period.

29.       In case of any suit or other legal proceedings arising out of and relating to the contract to be entered into, the courts at Hyderabad / Secunderabad and Sangareddy in Medak district only shall have the jurisdiction.

30.     The transport contractor shall submit his bills on 5th day of the following month. The trips will be authorized by the General Hospital authority of M/S BHEL R.C.Puram Hyderabad – 502 032. In case the bills are not submitted by 5th of the following month, these bills cannot be settled in the month in which the bills are received. All payments will be made only in the name of the party mentioned in the R.C.book on whose name it is registered.

31.      The EMD paid by the successful tenderer stands forfeited in the following cases:

i) If the successful tenderer does not start the work or run the services immediately on receipt of intimation of award of work.

ii) It the successful tenderer revokes his tender or increases his stipulated rates.

32.       If the successful tenderer does not comply with clause 31, the contract will be awarded to any other agency at the discretion of the company.

33.      The transport contractor should abide by the company’s security / CISF rules and provide such safety requirements as per the factory’ act.

34.     In case of breach of any or those of the above terms and conditions by the transport contractor, BHEL will have the liberty to cancel the contract either in part or in full and entrust the work to any other transport contractor and the successful transport contractor shall be liable to pay the extra cost involved in the execution of cancelled part of the contract.

35.      Any dispute arising out of this contract should be referred to the sole arbitration of General Manager/M&S,F&P,CW,HSE,Safety&HR of M/S BHEL, R.C.Puram, Hyderabad – 502 032 or his authorized representative and whose decision shall be final and binding on both the parties.

Special Conditions:

1. The ambulances shauld be swaraj mazda make and 2006 & later models only.

2. All door glasses / rear glass to be provided with sun control film.

3. The driver should have minimum three years experience of driving in similar vehicle with proof of valid license.

4. The ambulances drivers shall strictly dress in uniform as stipulated by the transport authority.

5. The ambulance is to be produced for inspection on date & time to be intimated by transport pool later 
6. Penalties will be levied for late arrivals i.e each hour Rs.100/- and non-supply of Ambulance as earlier mentioned along with the losses caused to BHEL as per caluse 20 is applicable.

7. Three days breakdown period will be allowed subjected to if a similar Ambulance is provided by the contractor. If original vehicle is not substituted on the fourth day the clause No.6 of special conditions will be implemented.

8. The relevant documents like R.C.book, Insurance, driving license, etc., should be kept along with the ambulance while it is on duty and produced on demand for verification.

9. Pollution clearance certificate issued by the concerned authorities should be displayed promptly on the front windshield glass prominently as per APMV Act.

10. Seats should be provided with good cover and stretcher with foam mattress be provided with clean white bed sheet.

11. Contractor will be responsible for daily / timely cleaning of ambulance.

12. Contractor should provide suitable provisions of drinking water for the occupants.

13. Contractor to provide the emergency equipment like first aid box, oxygen cylinder, stretcher and suction operators etc. and the driver should maintain the equipment in proper condition for emergency use.

14. The driver of the ambulance should be directed by the contractor to be obedient and also to follow the instructions given by the duty supervisor at BHEL General Hospital. If the services of the driver is not satisfactory or any type of complaint is received against him the contract is liable to be terminated with immediate effect.
