ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
S-0.1
The bidder shall have IBA recommendation, valid on the date of opening of tender. The bidder shall also ensure that IBA recommendation is valid throughout currency of the contract. 

S-0.2
The Bidder should not have been  banned from the business loading by any BHEL Unit/Region from any transportation contracts during the last 3 years preceding the tender due date. Self declaration in this regard shall be submitted  alongwith the offer. Any declaration / Certificate found /detected  false at a later date shall lead to  cancellation of the contract apart from penal action that BHEL may impose as per its  policy. 

S-0.3
The bidder shall have minimum average turnover of Rs.1 crore during the preceding 3 years i.e., 2007-08, 2008-09 & 2009-10, from transportation business.

S-0.4
 The bidder should have own office with proper  communication facilities at Jammu , for facilitating transhipment  en-route, if required and for lifting the consignment kept at Jammu. If office is not existing , the successful bidder would have to open the office with required  facilities within 7 days of issue of letter of  intent. 

S-0.5
The bidder shall have executed contracts at  least one transportation contract   valuing not less than Rs. 25 Lakhs  during the last two (2) years to Hilly Areas, i.e. beyond Jammu in Jammu & Kashmir, Sundernagar in Himachal Pradesh and Guwahati in North Eastern states. A self attested copy the contract must be submitted along-with the offer.

SCOPE OF CONTRACT
S-1.0
NHPC is setting up 2 hydro power projects, one at Nimoo Bazgo (3x15 MW) and another at Chutak (4 x11 MW) in Jammu & Kashmir. Transformers & associated equipment for these 2 projects are being supplied from BHEL, Jhansi. Please refer attached “project location and access”  or annexure-S-1 for further details. As access roads to the site remain blocked during the snowfall period, transportation is planned during 5-6 months  approx  in a year when access roads remain open.

It is proposed to enter into a rate contract for transportation of equipments, sub-assemblies and components for these projects from BHEL, Jhansi to these project sites valid for a period of 2 years.  The rate contract will also cover any return of the items from the project sites to BHEL Jhansi on the same rates and terms and conditions as applicable for outgoing consignments.

It is also envisaged that some of the components which have been transported or will be  transported upto NHPC’s temporary storage yard at Jammu (against another contract) will be lifted by the bidders from Jammu yard and carried upto the project sites under this contract . Under such eventuality, the bidder shall organize  reloading  of the  components for further dispatch to Nimoo Bazgo/Chutak sites from his own resources. However , unloading at Jammu shall be in the scope of the bidder. The rates to be quoted by the bidders, therefore, for transport from Jammu yard to project sites should take into consideration the cost of   reloading.

S-1.4   Sizing of over-sized items (list is not exhaustive)

While a major portion of the goods would be transported by normal closed body trucks (consignment size  not exceeding 6000 mm [L] x 2100 mm [W] x 2000 mm [H]), there are certain items which would require a open body truck or long truck for transportation due to increased dimensions.  Sizing of such items is given in S-1.4.1 and S-1.4.2 below The actual dimensions/weights could marginally go up due to packing. However , larges single piece consignment would be  weight 10.5MT max. and size 6700 L x 3050 W x 2435 H .        (22’ L x 10 ‘ W x 8’ H).

ENTRY TAX/TOLLTAX
(i) For supplies to these projects, government of Jammu & Kashmir has granted exemption from entry tax for which necessary documents  would be handed over to the transporters.

No variation in the rates shall be permitted except for price variation on account of variation in diesel price in line with the general terms and condition as applicable for trucks (refer cluse No. G-29 of General terms & Conditions  of tender).  Prorata increase in the freight would be permissible  for additional weight exceeding 7 MT for normal truck (Permissible  weight for normal truck is 7 MT as per price bid ). However maximum  weight  can be  upto 10.5 MT. When  long truck of RTO passing capacity of 15 MT or higher is used for consignments exceeding 7 MT, payment will be made as per rate in the contract for large truck irrespective of weight of consignment. 

    (v) To facilitate deployment to hilly area dedicated vehicle and driver , one transshipment at Jammu or any other suitable place after or before Jammu will be allowed . The bidders shall consider the expenditure incurred in transhipment while quoting the rate . However it would be   transporter’s responsibility   for safe transport of goods to site including transshipment operation .

The price bids of only  the technically  & commercially qualified bidders  as per clouse No. T-1 & T-2 of General terms & conditions (Document No  CDC/T&G-TC/02e/July-07 ) shall be opened. BHEL  will first decide whether option I or II is economical. For option –II ,. Rate of our Mechanical trailer contract from Jhansi to Jammu & unloading charges at Jammu shall be considered. Tender will be decided based on total quoted value (V1 + V2) for chosen option & contract will be awarded only for the chosen option. Negotiation may be held with the lowest bidder who will be requested to match individual category destination rates apart from the rate reduction , if required/ decided by BHEL. The negotiate rates of L1 will than be counter offered to L2 with the  (L3,L4 insequence , if  L-2 does not  acceptance . The lowest rate for any individual category  / destination( if lower than negotiate rates with L1 ) for L2 , L3………. shall be ignored. The transporters whom counter offer is given , can accept or reject the counter offer  in totality for all the category destination and NOT for selected categories / destination.

Contract will be awarded  to two  transporters . Shares of business will be 67% to L-1& 33% to L-2 (2nd lowest) or whomsoever  accepts L-1 rates.

Annexure-S-1

PROJECT  LOCATION & ACCESS

1. NIMOO BAZGO

Nimoo Bazgo HE Project (3x15 = 45 MW) is located in Alchi village and is about 70 kM from Leh district of Jammu & Kashmir. All weather road exists upto village Alchi from Leh-Srinagar road difurcating near village Sasapol. The village Alchi is at a distance of approx. 4 kMs from the bifurcation. Leh is located at a distance of 440 kM from Srinagar and 740 kMs from Jammu. The other route to Leh is via Manali and is at a distance of 475 kMs from Manali. Both routes get closed during winter season due to snowfall and landslides.

The principal access road to site is the approx. 400 kM long National highway NH 1A from Jammu. This road is under the administrative control of BRO who will be responsible for the maintenance of this road during the project construction period.

Along certain stretches of the above access roads, the slopes above the road become unstable when saturated during the monsoon time and the road may be blocked by the resulting landslides and rockfalls. Such blockages will, in general be cleared by BRO as soon as reasonably possible, but must be allowed for by the Contractor.

NH 1A between Jammu and Srinagar passes through a road tunnel viz. Jawahar Tunnel and has height and width restrictions.

The transformer parts would be transported in sections, so that the weight and size of the heaviest package is kept within transport limitations of 6 – 10 T as provided by Truck Operator Society Nhuntar and these sections shall be assembled at site.

2. CHUTAK

Chutak HE Project is located in Kargil district of Ladakh region. Kargil is located at a distance of 205 kM from Srinagar on Srinagar-Leh road. The nearest railhead is at Jammu, which is about 500 kM away from Kargil.

Jammu being the nearest railhead, transportation of equipments and materials to project site has been proposed by road from Jammu to kargil via Srinagar. Jammu-Srinagar road is National Highway (NH-1A) and Srinagar-Kargil road is State Highway maintained by BRO. The distance by road from nearest railhead i.e., Jammu is about 500 kM. The road from Srinagar to Kargil remains open for approx. 5-6 months i.e., May/June to November in a year and for rest of the period of the year the road remains blocked due to heavy snowfall. During the aforesaid road opening period, one day in a week the road is kept closed for routine maintenance. Kargil is also approachable by road from Manali via Leh. The distance from Manali to Leh is approx. 475 kM and from Leh to Kargil is 230 kM. This approach road also remains open for 5-6 months in a year. 

The weight and size of the heaviest package is kept within transport limitation of 10.5 MT  and 6700 mm L x  3050 mm W x 2435 mm H
