	Trailer requirements 

Axles : Hydraulic axles of only the following makes are acceptable. 

Gold Hoffer (German make), Commotoo (Italian make) & Nicholas (French make). The axles need to be in good working condition. Load per axle shall not exceed 18  MT (gross). The plan /combination of axles being proposed for the transport should be approved by the axle manufacturer,with reference to the maximum loading permission of 18 MT(gross)

Documentary evidence of  transporting minimum 280 MT with such axles shall be furnished. 
Prime Mover : Volvo 520 is only acceptable.
The trailer shall be equipped with adequate spares tool and tackles for use during journey. Two qualified and experienced drivers( experienced for transportation of such heavy cargo), hydraulic power pack operators and required no. of helpers / wiremen etc should accompany the trailer. Documents evidencing the qualification and experience of the drivers shal be furnished.One experienced supervisor shall accompany the as an escort during the entire journey and shall communicate on a day to basis , with BHEL. BHEL reserves the right to inspect the credentials of these personnel.

	The heavy lift package should be properly supported entirely in its length and width on the trailer . If the width of the cargo exceeds the width of the Hydraulic trailer, suitable / safe support arrangements etc should be made / arranged by the contractor with out any extra cost to BHEL. Sketch of the cargo placed on the trailer along with details of the support arrangements should given to BHEL along with the offer. Any modifications regarding support arrangements suggested by BHEL after studying the sketch will have to be incorporated by the contractor without any extra cost to BHEL.  All temporary arrangements , tools / tackles / lifting-beams etc rquired for handling, during loading & transportation shall be in the scope of the contractor.Option of one and half axles per row can also be considered.
