BHEL will have nothing to do or be concerned with the employment of employees working for the contractor. The relationship between BHEL and the Contractor will be that of independent entities and nothing herein contained will amount to joint venture, partnership or an employer-employee relationship.

The contractor shall maintain regular contact with the designated employee(s) of 
BHEL 
and will interact on matters relating to the work awarded under this contract.

3.
In case the Contractor does not carry out the Contractual / Statutory obligations or the services rendered by him are found to be unsatisfactory, BHEL shall bring the same to his notice and he will be obliged to discharge the obligations and rectify the deficiency / anomaly within three days time failing which, BHEL reserves the right to terminate the contract without assigning any reason whatsoever.  In such an event, no damages will be payable for short closure of the contract.

4.
The contractor shall deposit an amount of 10% of the contracted amount with BHEL in the form of pay order / bank guarantee / FDI in the name of contractor A/c - BHEL duly discharged on the back.  Alternatively, the amount of security deposit can be adjusted partly from EMD and balance amount from subsequent bills.  This security deposit shall be liable to be returned to the contractor after termination of the contract or at the end of it, subject to deduction on account of company dues, non-deposit of statutory dues etc.  No interest shall be payable on the security deposit.
