TECHNICAL BID - PART 'A':
1. TECHNICAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

1.1 Scope of Work : 

The scope of work is as per the details given in the Price Bid - Part 'B'.
      1.2       Quantity : 
As per enclosed scope of work with price bid, with a variation of +/-10% of quantities mentioned therein. The total cost including variation in quantity shall not exceed the contracted value / executed value by more than +/-10%. 
2. COMMERCIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

2.1 Price : 
            Price should be quoted for the above scope of work as per the price schedule enclosed. Your offer shall be inclusive of all taxes, duties and levies.  Blank Price schedule indicating taxes and duties applicable duly signed should be enclosed in the Technical Bid. 

2.2       Price Variation Clause : 
            Price quoted should be firm and effective till the date of work completion and acceptance. 

2.3       Insurance : 
            Necessary insurance for men, material & machines, as required shall be arranged by the bidder. 

2.4       Validity : 
            The offer should be valid for a period of 60 days from the date of tender opening. 

2.5       Payment Terms: 

a) No advance payment shall be made under any circumstances. 

b) Payment shall be released in stages. two running bill and one final bill, total three bills will be allowed (each bill of Rs.3 lakhs). Payment will be made within fifteen days of acceptance of measurement and submission of running bill. 

c) Payment will be made by RTGS / NEFT.  The successful bidders have to provide the details such as Bank Account Number, Account Type, MICR Number, Bank Name and Address (a photocopy of cheque may be provided for verification of correctness of details submitted).

2.6       Bid Evaluation Criteria: 
A ) Technical bid 

The technical bid shall be evaluated on the basis of fulfilling the Pre qualification criteria conditions as given in Clause 2.8 and fulfilling at least one of the requirements as indicated  under clause 2.7  of the Tender conditions  
2.7       Documents: 
           Copy of licence / registration certificate of establishment issued by BMC/other statutory authorities should be submitted with technical bid. 


Registration / empanelment details with one of the following agencies:

· Registration with PWD / CPWD / MHADA/ State Government / Central Government agencies like Railways, Defence department for carrying out civil and electrical works.

· Empanelled as a contractor with PSU, PSU Banks / RBI / NABARD / IDBI for carrying out civil and electrical works. (Copy of letter empanelling the Contractor shall be enclosed as proof for this purpose).  
2.8       Pre-qualification Criteria:
· Turn over of minimum Rs.3 lakhs per annum in last three years. 

· Experience of minimum 7 years and should have executed  similar works  of value as under 
· Minimum three works of Rs.3 lakhs each 

Or

· Minimum two works of  Rs.4 lakhs each 

Or

· One single work of Rs.7  lakhs 

Similar work means civil works including that for Tiling, plumbing , painting, electrical re wiring works for  factories, offices,  Housing societies, flats, apartments etc. Copies of Work Order / Work Completion Certificates shall be provided as proof of meeting the above requirements. 
· Should have minimum manpower of one civil engineer with minimum 3 years experience and 1 civil supervisor with not less than 3 years experience, support staff like Masons, Plumbers, Painters etc. For electrical rewiring works the contractor shall have a electrical Licence issued by the statutory authorities  / Licenced Electrician  having a licence currently in force. 

· Should have own machinery required for executing the works and give a certificate for the same. 

Proof shall be furnished in form of documents to meet the requirement stated as above 

2.9     Price Bid :

The price Bid of the technically qualified bidders shall be evaluated on the basis of               the lowest lump sum price (landed cost to BHEL) inclusive of taxes, duties, Government levies etc. 

2.10
 Inspection:  
The work shall be inspected jointly by the representative of BHEL and the contractor.  

2.11    Earnest Money Deposit:
The bidders have to submit interest free EMD for Rs.20,000/- in the form of Demand Draft / Pay Order drawn in favour of BHEL along with the Technical Bid. The EMD will be refunded to the unsuccessful bidder within a week of award of contract. 

The offers of the bidders not submitting the EMD along with the Technical Bid - Part 'A' will not be considered. 

2.12 Completion Time:  
The period of completion will be within four months from the date of issue of Work Order.    

2.13    Site Place:  
BHEL Guest House, 9, Khetan Bhavan, 4th floor, 198, Jamshedji Tata Road, Churchgate, Mumbai - 400 020.
2.14     Liquidated Damages:
Liquidated Damages @0.5% per week or part there of will be levied as penalty if there is a delay beyond the scheduled completion period subject to the maximum of 10% of the contract value (inclusive of taxes and duties) unless otherwise agreed to by BHEL. 
2.15  
Taxes & Duties:  
Bidder to clearly specify the taxes and duties applicable on the date of submission of offer.  However, any statutory variation in the rates of taxes and duties shall be considered and actual rates applicable at the time of work completion shall be payable at actual against documentary evidence.  If the work is completed beyond schedule completion date, rates applicable on schedule dates would be applicable, or rates applicable at the time of actual completion, whichever is later. 

2.16        Service Tax:  
Service taxes will be paid extra as applicable after abatement at the time of billing.  You should mention the present rate of service tax in your Technical Bid and also the service tax registration number. 

If nothing, or NIL is mentioned in the price schedule towards taxes / duties etc., no payment towards this shall be made.  It will be construed that the prices are inclusive of taxes and duties. 

2.17            Security Deposit: 
Successful bidder is required to furnish an interest free security deposit @10%  of the contract value.  The EMD amount Rs.20,000/- submitted along with the bid shall be adjusted against the security deposit.  
Security deposit shall be furnished by the bidder after issuance of the LOI and before start of the work. 
50% of the security deposit will be returned three months after the successful completion of the contract and settlement of the final bill and the balance 50% will be released on completion of the Defect Liability Period as per clause no. 2.18.

2.18           Defect Liability Period : 

BHEL shall retain the 50% of the security deposit collected from the contractor and retain the same for a further period of 12 months after satisfactory completion of the contract as per above.   During the defect liability period any defect noticed and reported by BHEL shall be attended to promptly and completed satisfactorily at no extra cost to BHEL. In case this is not done then the same shall be got done through another contractor and adjusted with the amount set aside for defect liability from the value of security deposit collected or the Bank guarantee provided by the contractor in lieu of . 
2.19           Measurement Book: 
The contractor shall maintain a measurement book which will be certified by BHEL authorised representative, after measurement is taken jointly by BHEL and the contractor  and measurement  accepted by BHEL representative.
2.20           TDS:  
TDS will be deducted at source while making the payment and certificate will be issued at the end of the financial year. 

2.21            Safety Rules: 
Necessary safety rules and precautions to be followed by the successful bidder. 

2.22            Plan:  
Bidder to submit their execution plan along with the tender giving time schedule (bar chart of activities).
      3 .            PROCEDURE FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDS:

Vendor shall submit their offer in two different sealed covers i.e. Technical Bid - Part 'A' and Price Bid - Part 'B'.  Tender enquiry no. and date and due date should be mentioned on each cover.  These two covers should be placed in another large cover and sealed.  This cover should also have tender enquiry no. and date, due date and subject 'Civil Repair Works at Khetan Bhavan Guest House' written clearly on the top. 

Your offer must reach the undersigned in a sealed cover by 23.03.2009 before 3.00 p.m. superscribed as “Offer for Repairs and Renovation of BHEL Guest House at Khetan Bhavan” and mentioning the tender enquiry reference.

The following documents to be enclosed along with the Technical Bid - Part 'A':

6. Blank Price Bid duly signed indicating acceptance of the scope of work. 

7. Annexures 'A' to 'E' completed in all respects and signed and stamped on each page. 
Price Bid Part 'B':

Vendor shall submit price only in the price bid format duly signed and sealed.

4.              GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

a) Offer should be submitted strictly as per above procedure.  Any deviation in above mentioned terms and conditions or conditional offer may render the offer invalid and can be rejected summarily and price bid of such bidder shall not be opened.
b) Price bid of only those vendors shall be opened who qualify in the technical bid. 

c) The technical bid should be accompanied by EMD for Rs.20,,000/- other wise the offer will be treated as invalid. 

d) Date of opening of price bid shall be informed to qualified vendors only on phone / fax. 

e) To arrive at the lowest price, the price bid evaluation criterion, given in NIT clause 2.9 will be followed. 

f) Please sign on all the pages of the technical bid as a token of acceptance of the terms and conditions. 

g) Any dispute arising out this enquiry shall be referred to the sole arbitration of Additional  General Manager ROD BHEL Mumbai or any other officer nominated by him and his award shall be binding on the parties. 

h) The venue of the arbitration in all cases shall be Mumbai only. 

5. SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT:

1. The works are to be carried out inside the Flat / Apartment.  The tenderer should visit the site in order to ascertain the extent of work, difficulties at site, storage space available, etc. 

2. The works include the Civil repair / renovation / painting / Electrical re wiring works   Hence these will need to be so planned that minimum disturbance is caused to the inmates/ members of the Housing society. The works shall be executed following the rules / regulations and timings as specified by the society for carrying out such works which shall include storing and movement of materials both inside and outside the building premises. All work plans shall be devised keeping this in mind. 

3. The contractor whose tender is accepted, shall within 7 days of receipt of written acceptance of the tender enter into a written contract with BHEL for the due execution of the works by signing an agreement in accordance with the draft agreement, including special conditions, schedule of quantities and other conditions attached.  

4. The rates shall be firm and shall not be subject to any escalation / variation, labour condition etc., and shall hold good till completion of the work. 

5. BHEL will inform the sequence of operations to the contractor so that the work shall be carried un-interrupted.

6. Time shall be considered as essence of the contract and the contractor shall within 7 days of receipt of work order submit to BHEL a bar chart of the activities planned for the progress and completion of the work. 

7. The contractor must arrange for all the materials required for the work himself.  In order to have uninterrupted supply of materials for the works, contractor shall arrange payment to the suppliers in time. Security of the materials in the guest house / building premises shall be the contractor's responsibility. 

8. In case extra items of work are required to be executed, rates for such items will be decided on the basis of similar items already existing in the tender or as per prevailing market rates for materials and labour, with a mark up of twenty percent for overheads and profits, whichever is lower.  The decision of the BHEL in this shall be final. 

9. BHEL shall provide electric power supply at one point at site to the contractor free of cost.  However, the contractor shall provide his own distribution.

10. Contractor shall take all precautions to cover all glass and window panes to prevent damage.  Damages, if any, shall be made good at no extra cost to BHEL. 

11. Unless otherwise specified, all relevant codes and standards published by the Indian Standards Institution shall apply and govern in respect of design, workmanship quality and properties of materials, testing and measurements. 

12. Safety Measures:  The contractor shall organise his operations in a workman like manner and take all necessary precautions to provide safety and prevent accidents at site both to persons and property.  The consultant shall have the power to instruct the contractor to adopt such measures - helmets, safety belts, etc., to ensure the above requirements.  Employer / consultant shall not be responsible for any cost and consequences resulting from non-compliance of safety requirements.  Contractor shall indemnify BHEL against any such dereliction / penal action. 

13. All dismantling works shall be done with chisel & hammer unless otherwise directed by the BHEL. The works should be carried out after studying the purpose of each step in the process, chipping of RCC elements should be done only to the extent required and the rehabilitation step should be taken up immediately for the exposed elements.  Damage caused due to negligence on the part of the contractor shall be the responsibility of the contractor and the same shall be rectified by him at no extra cost to the employer.  

14. Problematic locations arising out of site conditions should be immediately reported to BHEL   for suitable precautionary / rectification measures.  

15. The contractor shall comply with all rules and regulations of workmen's compensation act

16. The contractor shall appoint a full time competent engineer at least three years experienced and a qualified supervisor for the entire duration of the works.  The supervisor shall have three years experience in similar works. 
17. The contractor shall employ requisite skilled, semi skilled and unskilled workmen for the works.  As a security measure each shall be provided an identity card by the contractor for easy identification. 

18. Plumbing and electrical works shall be carried out by a licence holder with adequate experience.  The joints shall be tested as required before remaking the holes. 

19. The overall work in value and contents may be increased or decreased without any change in rates.  Additional time shall however be allowed for additional works. 

20. The contractor shall submit detailed bills for complete works periodically.  The value of each bill should not exceed the value mentioned under clause 2.5(b) of Technical Bid - Part 'A'.
21. Sub-Contracting:  Preference will be given to those who will not sub contract the works.  In case the contractor wishes to sub-contract specific works viz. plumbing, aluminium windows, painting, he shall obtain written consent from BHEL before commencing the works.  BHEL will not be involved in any disputes between the contractor and the sub-contractor. 

22. If any legal action is taken by any statutory authority due to non-compliance / negligence / delay on the part of the contractor to obtain such necessary approvals / permissions, BHEL will not be responsible in any manner whatsoever and all risks, costs, penalties and any other consequences arising due to the above non-compliances on the contractor's part shall be the responsibility of the contractor solely and in totality.
