2. The requirement of number of cars may increase or decrease during the validity of 
the contract and contractor shall accordingly provide the vehicles at the same rates 
and terms & conditions of the Work Order finally placed on them. Any increase or 
decrease in the numbers of Cars will be intimated by BHEL as and when it happens. 

3. After entering into the contract, the cars identified for BHEL-ISG contract shall be at 
sole disposal of BHEL. 

4. The service of cars is to be provided on all days as per requirement of BHEL 
including Sundays and other Holidays. The rates shall be quoted accordingly, no 
separate billing / rate will be made for Sundays or Holidays. 
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5. Normal usage of the vehicle (in respect of vehicles on monthly basis) is between 
6.00 AM to 10.00 PM, for about 12 hours per day and 300 hours per month 
cumulatively. Usage of vehicle beyond this time period will be treated as additional 
service for which extra hour charges beyond 300 hours will be paid and is to be 
quoted by the bidders in the tender. 

6. Normal usage of the vehicle is considered for a running of 2000 KM per month. 
Charges for extra kilometre beyond 2000 km per month will be paid for which rate 
shall be quoted by the bidders in the Price Bid of the tender. 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS: 

A. QUALIFICATION CRITERION: 

The bidders participating in the tender shall meet the following conditions failing which their 
offer is liable for rejection. The bidders shall submit relevant records in proof of complying 
with qualification criterion conditions along with the Annexure-I (Techno-commercial bid). 

1. The individuals / Tour and Taxi Operators (bidder) should have office in Bangalore 
with means of communication like land telephone line, mobile telephone and e-mail 
and should be available for contacting even after normal office hours. 

2. The average annual financial turnover of the Bidder during the last three years 
ending 31st March 2015 should be Rs.12.00 lakhs (Rupees twelve lakhs).   

3. The Bidder shall have the experience of successfully operating hiring cars during last 
three (3) years with reputed organizations.  The proof of the same shall be produced 
along with the Techno-Commercial Bid (Annexure-I) – (e.g: Works Contract 
copies, Fleet of cars, References of Companies/Organisations to whom the services 
were provided etc.) 

4. The Bidder should have a fleet of minimum 5 (five) Cars which can be 
attached to BHEL, under this contract under their disposal for deployment 
and the details of these cars shall be provided along with the techno-
commercial bid. 

5. The Bidder should have a valid bank account number and shall provide the account 
details in the techno-commercial bid. Payment for the contract will be paid only 
through NEFT / RTGS mode. 

6. The bidders should have valid PAN Number and produce the copy of PAN Card 
along with Techno Commercial Offer (Annexure-I). Income tax will be deducted 
at source as per the Income Tax rules prevailing. 

7. The bidders should have service tax registration number.  Bidders not fulfilling 
the criterion shall submit the service tax registration number as and when they 
become liable to pay service tax.  

8. The vehicles shown under the bidder’s Fleet should have been duly registered with 
RTO, Bangalore/Karnataka for the purpose of operating as Taxi on hire basis. 
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PS:  Reply to the above shall be filled-in the sheet Annexure-I of this 
Tender document and it shall submitted along with Annexure-I –

B. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS : 

1. Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) as indicated in the NIT is to be submitted along with 
tender documents Annexure-I. EMD is payable in Cash (as permissible under Income 
Tax Act), Pay order or Demand Draft favouring BHEL payable at Bangalore. EMD paid 
by the Bidder will be forfeited if: 

a. After opening the tender, the Bidder revokes his tender within the validity 
period or increases his earlier quoted rates. 

b. The Bidder does not commence the work within the period as per LOI 
/Contract. In case the LOI / contract is silent in this regard then within 15 days 
after award of contract. 

 
2. EMD given by all unsuccessful Bidders shall be refunded normally within fifteen days of 

acceptance of award of work by the successful Bidders. EMD shall not carry any 
interest. 

3. Successful bidder has to submit Security Deposit (SD) at a rate of 10% of the 
contract value before commencement of the work. 

 Security Deposit is accepted in any one of the following forms: 
i) Cash (as permissible under the Income Tax Act) 
ii) Pay Order, Demand Draft in favour of BHEL 
iii) Local cheques of scheduled banks, subject to realization. 
iv) Securities available from Post Offices such as National Savings Certificates, 

Kisan Vikas Patras etc. (Certificates should be held in the name of Contractor 
furnishing the security and duly pledged in favour of BHEL and discharged on 
the back). 

v) Bank Guarantee from Scheduled Banks / Public Financial Institutions as 
defined in the Companies Act. The Bank Guarantee format should have the 
approval of BHEL. 

vi) Fixed Deposit Receipt issued by Scheduled Banks/ Public Financial Institutions 
as defined in the Companies Act. The FDR should be in the name of the 
contractor, A/C BHEL, duly discharged on the back. 

vii) Security deposit can also be recovered at the rate of 10% from the running 
bills. However in such cases at least 50% of the Security Deposit should be 
collected before start of the work and the balance 50% may be recovered 
from the running bills. 
(Note: In case of small value contracts not exceeding Rs. 10 lakhs and all 
SAS jobs, work can be started before Security Deposit is collected. However, 
payment can be released only after collection/ recovery of initial 50% 
Security Deposit). 

viii) EMD of the successful tenderer can be converted and adjusted against the 
security deposit. 

ix) The security deposit shall not carry any interest. 
(Note: Acceptance of Security Deposit against Sl. No. (iv) and (vi) above will 
be subject to hypothecation or endorsement on the documents in favour of 
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BHEL. However, BHEL will not be liable or responsible in any manner for the 
collection of interest or renewal of the documents or in any other matter 
connected therewith). 

4. Failure to pay the security deposit shall be treated as failure to discharge the duties 
under the contract and shall result in cancellation of the contract awarded and the 
bidder shall be liable to compensate the losses incurred by BHEL on this account. The 
security deposit shall be refunded within six months after the date of expiry of the 
contract period subject to the contractor fulfilling all obligations and operations as 
required under the contract. 
 

5. BHEL reserves the right to appropriate the whole or any part of the amount of the 
security deposit without prejudice to other claims against the Bidder/Contractor for 
losses suffered by BHEL due to failures on the part of the contractor or due to 
termination of contract or contractor becoming disqualified because of liquidation and 
other reasons. Such losses, damages, charges, expenses or cost, as assumed by BHEL 
shall be final and binding on the contractor and the same shall be made good by the 
Tenderer. 
 

6. The name of the bidder with full official address, e-mail, landline and mobile 
phone numbers shall be furnished. In case of partnership firm, the name and 
address of all the partners together with a certified copy of the partnership 
deed shall be furnished along with the tender Annexure-I. All the parties have 
to sign the tender document unless signed by the power of attorney holder. 
 

7. All entries in the tender document shall be typed or neatly written in one ink without 
any alterations and erasures. 
 

8. The tender document shall be deemed to form an integral part of the contract to be 
entered for this work. 
 

9. BHEL-ISG reserves the right to have parallel / similar contract with any number of 
contractors. 
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10. Arbitration and Governing Law: 
Except where otherwise provided for in the contract all questions and 

disputes relating to the meaning of the specifications and instructions hereinbefore 
mentioned and as to the quality of service or vehicle provided under this contract or 
as to any other question, claim, right, matter or thing whatsoever in any way arising 
during this contract or out of this contract or relating to the contract, specifications, 
estimates, instructions, orders or these conditions or otherwise concerning the works 
or the execution or failure to execute the same whether arising during the progress 
of the work or after the completion or abandonment thereof shall be referred to the 
sole arbitration of the Chairman & Managing Director/Executive Director (Incharge of 
the Unit) / General Manager (Incharge of the Unit) / concerned Additional General 
Manager of the Unit of BHEL and if such Chairman & Managing Director/ Executive 
Director (Incharge of the Unit) / General Manager (Incharge of the Unit) / concerned 
Additional General Manager of the Unit of BHEL is unable to or unwilling to act, as 
the sole arbitrator, such dispute will be referred to the sole arbitration of some other 
person appointed by the Chairman & Managing Director/ Executive Director 
(Incharge of the Unit) / General Manager (Incharge of the Unit) / concerned 
Additional General Manager of the Unit of BHEL who is willing to act as such 
arbitrator. The cases referred to arbitration shall be other than those for which the 
decision of the Dy. General Manager / Sr. Manager /Project Manager/Manager/Sr. 
Engineer/Engineer, is expressed in the contract to be final and conclusive. There will 
be no objection, if the arbitrator so appointed is an employee of BHEL and that he 
had expressed views on all or any of the matters in dispute or difference. The 
arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred being transferred by vacating his 
office or being unable to act for any reason, such Chairman & Managing Director/ 
Executive Director (Incharge of the Unit) / General Manager (Incharge of the Unit) / 
concerned Additional General Manager of the Unit of BHEL  as aforesaid at the time 
of such transfer, vacation of office or inability to act, shall appoint another person to 
act as sole arbitrator in accordance with the terms of the contract, and such person 
shall be entitled to proceed with the reference from the stage at which it was left by 
his predecessor. 

Subject as aforesaid the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 or 
any statutory modification or re-enactment thereof and the rules made there under 
and for the time being in force shall apply to the arbitration proceedings. 

It is a term of the contract that the party involving arbitration shall specify the 
dispute or disputes including specifying the quantum of financial claim, if any, to be 
referred to arbitration under this clause together with the amount or amounts 
claimed in respect of each such dispute. 

The arbitrator (s) may from time to time with consent of the parties enlarge the 
time, for making and publishing the award. 

The work under the Contract shall, continue during the arbitration proceeding and no 
payment due and payable to the Contractor shall be withheld on account of such 
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proceedings. Further, no coercive action should be taken by the parties under the 
dispute during the arbitral proceedings. 

The Arbitrator shall be deemed to have entered on the reference on the date one 
party issues notice to other party invoking arbitration clause under this. The Venue 
of arbitration shall be Bangalore and the language will be English only. The award of 
the arbitrator shall be final, conclusive and binding all parties to this contract.   

C. CONTRACT SPECIFIC TERMS AND CONDITIONS: 
 

1. The vehicles will normally be utilized by car pool by HRM Department for the usage 
of ISG employees and plying within Bangalore City and surrounding areas within a 
radius of 80 KMs (within Karnataka State) from BHEL-ISG as per the timings 
indicated above. 

2. However the vehicles may be utilized for outstation trips also if required in special 
cases and in such a case driver special allowance (bata) will be paid separately (up 
to 10.00 PM for the Day duty and also for the duty beyond 10.00 PM) for which 
rates shall be quoted in the price bid. 

3. Normal usage of the vehicle is for 2000 Kms per calendar month, however for extra 
kilometres rates over and above 2000 Kms will be paid additionally, for which the 
rates are to be quoted separately in the price bid. 

4. The balance of kilometres/hours run during the month are to be carried forward to 
the next month and any cumulative shortage will lapse at the end of contract year 
and any cumulative excess will be paid at the end of contract year, as per 
kilometre/hour basis. However, full monthly charges will be paid if either stipulated 
kms or the stipulated hours are used during the month. 

5. The rate should be specified (exclusive of service tax & other govt. levis as 
applicable) for 2000 kms (reckoned from place of reporting to place of release) & 
300 hours on monthly basis (reckoned from time of reporting to the time of 
release) for each vehicle.  The charges for each vehicle for additional hours after 
300 hours and additional distance after 2000 km per month should also be specified 
in the rate.  In case any vehicle is required on Saturday & Sunday kilometre, 
mileage/hours for those days will be included in the monthly limit of 2000 kms/300 
hours.  

6. Normal usage of the vehicle is between 6-00 AM to 10-00 PM, for about 12 hours 
on any day and 300 hours per month cumulative. Usage of vehicle beyond this time 
period will be treated as additional service for which extra hour charges for the 
service rendered beyond 300 hours per month will be paid and is to be quoted by 
the bidders in the tender. 

7. Normal usage of the vehicle is on weekdays i.e., Monday to Saturday, however, the 
vehicle if required on Sundays and Holidays shall also be provided. Normally 2 days 
in a month on any working day in each Calendar month will be provided as off-day 
for maintenance and other requirements of vehicles upkeep.  On such occasions, 
the Contractor shall provide suitable substitute vehicles for use. 

8. If the vehicle is not used by BHEL on Sundays & Holidays, no deduction will be 
made from the bills. 

9. Dead kilometre distance and time (for conveyance of the vehicle from the 
contractor’s office to BHEL-ISG and back) will be allowed only for one way. 
Dead kilometre is considered at actual distance or 6 kilometres whichever 
less is and time allowed is 30 minutes one way. 
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10. In case the reporting / release point is other than BHEL-ISG, distance from 
contractor’s office to the reporting / release point at actual KM and actual time in 
terms of hours will be considered. 

11. The dead KM is part of 2000 km / month given as per the contract. 

12. The vehicles deployed for the contract should not be owned by BHEL employees and 
their dependants. The ownership details of the vehicle to be submitted by the 
successful bidder before deployment and if there is any contravention of this clause, 
the contract will be terminated immediately and the Security Deposit will be 
forfeited. 

13. The vehicle deployed for the contract shall not be older than 2011 model onwards 
or later vehicles and such vehicles only shall be provided. 

14. The vehicle should have been registered u/s 2(35) of the Motor Vehicles 
Act for commercial use with RTO under taxi permit. Successful bidder shall 
submit documentary proof of the same before deployment. 

15. The vehicle deployed shall be well maintained, in good running condition and road 
worthy to ensure smooth and trouble free service during the entire contract period. 

 
16. While deploying the vehicle, the contractor shall ensure the following 

always :
