Where more than one nature of Service as per Service Tax act is
involved in the execution of contract, the invoice mentioned above shall contain the breakup of values
for each nature of Service.

14.2.5 Name and address of the Contractor should be same in the service tax invoice and monthly bill as
it is in the service tax registration certificate. Any change in the name and address should be supported
by documentary evidence duly certified by the authorized signatory.

14.2.6 Purpose of above requirements, inter-alia, is to enable availment of Cenvat credit by BHEL. As per
recent amendments, Time restrictions for taking Cenvat credit is one year from date of invoice. Hence
subcontractor must submit its invoice within 30 days from the date of completion of service.

Wherever Cenvat credit could not be availed by BHEL due to delay in submission of invoices or for any
other reasons attributable to contractors, Liability towards loss of such Cenvat credit shall be passed on
to sub-contractors.

14.2.7 The documentary evidence of deposition of service tax, Swachh Bharat Cess and Krishi Kalyan
Cess is to be submitted at the earliest opportunity.

14.2.8 The payment of service tax, Swachh Bharat Cess and Krishi Kalyan Cess as per clause no 14.2 is
restricted to the direct transactions between BHEL & its sub-contractor only.

14.3 Modalities of Tax Incidence on BHEL
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14.3.1 Wherever the relevant tax laws permit more than one option or methodology for discharging the
liability of tax/levy/duty, BHEL will have the right to adopt the appropriate one considering the amount
of tax liability on BHEL/Client as well as procedural simplicity with regard to assessment of the liability.
The option chosen by BHEL shall be binding on the Contractor for discharging the obligation of BHEL in
respect of the tax liability to the Contractor.

14.4 New Taxes/Levies

14.4.1 In case the Government imposes any new levy/tax on the output service/ goods/work after
award of the contract, the same shall be reimbursed by BHEL at actual. The reimbursement under this
clause is restricted to the direct transaction between BHEL and its subcontractor only.

14.4.2 In case any new tax/levy/duty etc. becomes applicable after the date of Bidder’s offer, the
Bidder/Contractor must convey its impact on his price duly substantiated by documentary evidence in
support of the same before opening of Price Bid. Claim for any such impact after opening the Price Bid
will not be considered by BHEL for reimbursement of tax or reassessment of offer.
