The balance 50% has to be remitted either by cash or in the other form of  security. The Bank Guarantee format should have the approval of BHEL. 

iii) Fixed Deposit Receipt issued by Scheduled Banks / Public Financial Institutions as defined in the Companies Act. The FDR should be in the name of the contractor,  A/C BHEL, duly discharged on the back. 

iv) Security deposit can also be recovered at the rate of 10% from the running bills. However in such cases at least 50% of the Security Deposit should be collected before start of the work and the balance 50% may be recovered from the running bills.                                                                                                                                                                         

v) EMD of the successful tenderer  shall be converted and adjusted against the security deposit.

The security deposit shall not carry any interest
33.     PENALTY: That if the contractor fails to complete the work with in the stipulated or extended date, the company shall have the right to levy penalty on the contract value at 0.5% per week or 10% maximum and without prejudice to any other relief or compensation to which the company is entitled under the other conditions of the contract.

34. Safety:  The Contractor shall provide the required safety protective personnel equipment like uniform, safety belt, shoe, hand gloves, to the persons engaged by him.  All sorts of safety measures to be taken shall be deemed to form an integral part of the agreement and non-compliance with safety requirement amounts to breach of the contract.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS

1. Time is the essence of the contract and the specified time of completion is upto   which will be reckoned from the date of commencement of work.

2. These special conditions supplement the conditions to tenders and contracts and the general conditions of contract and form part of the contract documents. Where these special conditions are at variance with the general conditions of contract.  These special conditions shall prevail.

3. All rates quoted shall be finalized;   work in site inclusive of all leads, lifts and other incidental charges and those in general conditions.

4. Before quoting his rates of the work, the tenderer shall inspect the site of work and from which various materials are to be brought and should satisfy him about the nature and scope of work to be executed and quality of materials procurable.   In every case the materials shall confirm to the relevant IS and shall have got to be approved by engineer in charge before they are used on the work.   In case the contractor is found later on to have misjudged the nature and scope of the work and also the availability of materials, BHEL will not Pay any extra charges for any other reason to the contractor once contract rate is finalized. 
5. The issue of materials is governed by the conditions specified in the schedule-B (If any).  All other materials shall be supplied by the contractor himself and the rates for the relevant items are inclusive of all such supplies.

6. BHEL is reserve the right to deviate wither by addition or by deletion from the schedule of items of work given in the tender document after awarding the work.

7. In case of any difference between agreement wording and detailed drawings the interpretation of the site engineer shall be final and binding on the contractor.

8. The final acceptance of work in all items are subject to proper behavior after testing regardless of whether the items or paid or not.

9. All debris and surplus material shall be cleared from the site as and when directed by the site in charge. 

10. Permissions for labour and materials shall be obtained in the prescribed formats. 

ANNEXURE – B shall   be form of   memorandum of payments with  details such as  Work schedule, unit rate,  quantities given, quantity executed, Amounts  claimed etc,

1. The designated employee of the Unit will inspect the work executed by the contractor and authenticate the entries made in the measurement book.
