1) Man power engaged should have required basic skills and able to do hard work.
2) Contractor should be aware of laws relating to Regulation & Abolition act 1971, Minimum wages act, workmen compensation act.  
3) Contractor should supply basic personnel protective equipments and should see that they wore at work. 
4) Penalty will be levied at 1/2% per week on the total contract value to the maximum of 10% if work is not started immediately after issue of LOI 
5) Work must be completed in 6 months.
6) The work must be guaranteed for Nil  months.
7) The contractor shall pay minimum wages to the staff as per minimum wages act applicable from time to time.    Contractor has to make PF, ESI contributions as per applicable rules; contractor should pay double wages if engaged on overtime beyond normal working hours.
8) Contractor should supervise the labour engaged for this work.
9) Contractor shall arrange ESI cards for the contract labour   and shall extend all relevant statutory rules for his staff.
10) Contractor shall comply the provision of PF, ESI for their labour. 
11) Contractor & their labour should attend safety classes being conducted by safety department.
12)   Contract operates on Unit rates, no revision of rates will be allowed during contract period.
13) The contractor is wholly responsible for any loss of life or partial disability of any of their employees while on duty
14) In case of occurrence of any accident/ injury of contractor’s staff, BHEL will not pay any compensation while they are on duty and contractor has to take care of same under statutory obligation.
15)  Above mentioned work shall be executed in accordance with the general agreement conditions applicable to job works as per OMI-195. A copy of the same can be had in soft or hard from the undersigned.
16) Upon awardal of the work, the party has to execute an agreement with BHEL as per General Agreement Conditions before commencement of work, contractor should approach with Rs100/-  stamp paper.

1. Open the covers those were  laid on the cable trenches, clean the  cable trench thoroughly by lifting or moving the cables inside  the trench,  Seepage oil if found in trench  then  collect  the oil into empty drums  and clean the cable surface with cotton waste or used cloth.   Shift the oil barrel to oil stores in the  shop. cleaned area can be shown to the concerned shop maintenance in charge before obtaining   signatures.   Close the covers in all  production blocks, stores department after the work is completed.

2. Remove the sand from cable trenches in 04, 05, remove the saw dust in 09 shops and transfer them to areas shown by shop maintenance incharge,  trench cleaning  is   as outlined in  point 1.

3. Clean the pipe lines in gas plants. - Report should be collected from section incharge after cleaning.

OBLIGATIONS OF THE CONTRACTORS: 

1. Whenever a tender is to be accepted, the tenderer, whose tender is under consideration, shall attend the Office of " Officer Inviting the Tender " on the date fixed by written intimation to him.  He shall forthwith, upon intimation being given to him by the " Officer Inviting the Tender” for acceptance of his tender, complete the execution of the agreement by signing all documents connected therewith.  Failure to do so and not to commence the work within one month from the date of intimation shall entail forfeiture of the earnest money.

2. Tenderers shall persue carefully the instructions and directions to the parties given in the tender document and the conditions there of and all other relevant documents before quoting the rates for the work.  The approximate quantity of work to be executed under each class is given in the schedule.  The quantities are given with a view to enable tenderer to quote his overall rate for each class of work in the tender form and for a uniform comparison of tenders.  It shall be definitely understood that the schedule is liable to alterations at the discretion of accepting authority.

3. Tenderers shall keep the offer valid for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of tender.  After submitting the tender, he will not recall his offer or modify the terms and conditions thereof.  Should the tenderer fail to observe or comply with the foregoing stipulations, the EMD shall be forfeited.

4. Tenderers have to quote their rates in the tender schedule legibly written in figures and words and those not submitted in proper form are liable for rejection.

5. The submission of tender shall be strictly in accordance with the terms and conditions stipulated in this tender notice.  No counter conditions will be acceptable or valid.

6. Contractor shall be deemed to have included in his tender price of all the plant, machinery and appliances required for the purpose of all operations connected with the work embraced under the contract to secure a satisfactory quality of work and rate of progress which in the opinion of the " Contract Signing Officer" will ensure the completion of the work within the time specified.

7. BHEL is having every right to split the schedule and to award the work to single or many parties on the lowest offered rates basis.
8. BHEL is having right to call the lowest bidder for price negotiations, if the rate or amount quoted by contractor is felt on higher side. In such cases contractor should attend negotiations with full details.  
9. This is a time bound contract for period mentioned, and does not envisage any extension of time / period.

10. The rates quoted by the contractor should be firm for the contract period.  There shall be no revision in contract rates during the period of the contract.  Any increase of statutory levies during the period of the contract will be reimbursed on production of relevant proof of incurring expenditure for the same.

11. BHEL reserves the right to negotiate for price reduction with L1 party and negotiated price will be considered as contract amount for all practical purposes.

12. BHEL reserves the right to terminate the contract at any stage without assigning any reason.

13. tender should be submitted in sealed cover addressed to the Manager/ M&S(P&C) and duly super scribed with the tender number, tender date, name of the work and due date of tender opening on the envelope.
